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We budgeted for about 50 but a magnificent total of 143 clubs entered 2860 images for the very 

first PAGB inter club projected image competition.   Our judges, Peter Cheetham APAGB from 

the N&EMPF, Rikki O’Neil MPAGB EFIAP FRPS from the SPF and Richard Spiers DPAGB 

from the NCPF were impressed with the quality of the work and after two days of intensive 

deliberation the 2006 FIAP World Cup winners, Wigan 10, triumphed just 5 points clear of 

second place Dumfries C.C.
